As it is the new term, I must remind you and make you aware that we have a few children in the school with a peanut and dairy allergy. As always we ask you to be mindful when sending in food. The children in Kookaburra and Hummingbird class have fruit at playtimes, we do allow the children in the rest of the school to have a snack at playtime but this must be a healthy snack (fruit).
As you are aware the company that supplies our school lunches (Caterlink) are strict on meals ordered. Your child will only be given a school meal if they have been ordered and paid for (if applicable). If your child has not had a meal ordered then they will not be supplied with a school meal as there will only be enough for the order. In this instance you will be phoned to supply an alternative for your child. This is also important to remember as we have only enough food sent to us for the lunches ordered.
As always please be mindful of your parking, I will always suggest that you park in the village and walk up to school. Please ensure if you park in Mill Lane other vehicles can pass your car and that you do not park on the zig zag lines. I appreciate parking is not ideal but I appreciate your efforts to ensure the health and safety of our children and families.
Clubs will start again on Monday 15th September. Sign up sheets will be available from Wednesday next week. 
On Friday 26th September we will be celebrating the European Day of Languages. Following a pupil survey and consultations with some children we have decided to change the language that is taught in school.
